Divine Mercy Sunday 
Observance of Divine Mercy Sunday is still 

new enough to the Church that many Catholics are 

unfamiliar with its history.  

Saint John Paul II announced the institution 

of Divine Mercy Sunday, which is celebrated on the 

Second Sunday of Easter, at the canonization of St. 

Faustina Kowalska in 2000. Saint Faustina was a 

Polish nun who died in 1938. She wrote extensively 

on the subject of her visions and encounters with 

Jesus, who she said told her she was to be “an apostle 

of his Divine Mercy”. 

St. John Paul II referred to those encounters 

during his homily in 2001 on the first observance of 

Divine Mercy Sunday, describing how Jesus told Sr. 

Faustina, “humanity will never find peace until it 

turns with trust to Divine Mercy.’ Divine Mercy! This 

is the Easter gift that the Church receives from the 

risen Christ and offers to humanity.” 

The psalms and gospel readings heard on this 

day directly address the subject of God’s mercy. 

Consider, for example, the psalm, which speaks of 

God’s goodness, while the gospel detailing St. 

Thomas’ encounter with the risen Lord reveals God’s 

patience with us. The Collect of the day specifically 

refers to God’s mercy. 

This devotion held a special place in St. John 

Paul II’s heart. In 2002 he announced there would be 

indulgences associated with day for those who receive 

the sacrament of Reconciliation, offer prayers, 

including for the papal prayer intentions, and receive 

Communion. The sacrament of Reconciliation is 

particularly linked to this solemnity, as it is a very 

clear indicator of the mercy readily available to us. 

Other practices associated with the devotion 

include praying the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, 

especially on the Second Sunday of Easter and 

Fridays at 3p.m., the day and time at which Mark’s 

gospel says Jesus died. In her writings, Sr. Faustina 

spoke of Jesus’ desire for a Divine Mercy Novena, 

being said over the nine days between Good Friday 

and the first Sunday after Easter.
